New Health Care Reform

Reduces drug costs by phasing out
doughnut hole Provides a $250
rebate in 2010 for seniors who fall in
the doughnut hole. In 2011 when
seniors fall in the doughnut hole,
they will receive 50% discount on
brand name drugs and government
subsidies for generic drugs. By 2020
the doughnut hole will be elimi-
nated.

Covers preventive servicesin

2011 seniors in Medicare will re-
ceive free annual checkups. In addi-
tion the law eliminates co-payments
or cost sharing for mammograms,
colonoscopies and other preventive
screenings.

Supports early retiree coverage
Provides financial assistance to em-
ployer health plans that cover early
retirees, bringing down health costs
and premiums by as much as
$1200.00 per family, per year for
some plans.

Encourages doctors to coordinate
care and improve quality: Creates
incentives for providers to work to-
gether to better serve patients and
reduce wasteful care like repeated
tests.
